Fowler and McMahon

As stated in my earlier submission, | believe that the proposed Fowler — McMahon boundary could be
improved, making the boundary between the two somewhat straighter and less U-shaped.

Instead of the proposal from the Committee, | propose that the boundary run west to east as follows: From
the existing boundary on Cowpasture Rd, east along Restwell Rd to Mimosa Rd, north to the intersection of
Mimosa Rd and Polding St; east, then south, aligning with the existing boundary along Polding St and King Rd
to Hamilton Rd; east along Hamilton Rd to the Cabramatta — Granville Railway and finally NE along the railway
to where the railway forms part of the existing boundary at The Horsley Drive.
