The actual boundary changes in
particular are fine, but the electorate name 'North Sydney' should be kept, asitis a
federation seat, whereas the name Warringah has no real significance. This is the same
reason that the AEC gave as to why 'Werriwa' shouldn't be the electorate that would be
changed to Whitlam, even though that made sense to be the electorate to change to
Whitlam rather than an lllawarra based seat.
