1. The current division of Curtin

The division of Curtin has existed since 1949.

The current electorate boundary is largely defined by the significant geographical
features of the Indian Ocean to the west, Swan River to the south and Kings Park and
the Mitchell Freeway to the east.

These physical and human geographic features should continue to define the division.
